A Levels in the Lower Sixth

ω Some A Levels can comprise of both AS and A2 level study. Students 
study for AS level in the Lower Sixth and A2 level in the Upper Sixth

ω Some AS and A2 levels are comprised of 2 or 3 modules (exams).

ω A number of A Levels are now Linear ςall exams at the end of the 2 
years

ω Those with AS modules will be sat in May 2016

ω The results are published in August 2016.  Grades A-E

ω UMS points gained from 4 or 6 units to determine final grade

ω If students are sitting exams in May they will start their A2 courses in 
June. Please do not book any holidays at this time! They are expected 
in school, full time, until 20th July 2016.

ω Mock exams for Linear A Levels will be in June

ω Further Course Counselling could be required after Mocks / AS exams -
please ensure that no holidays are booked in late August 2016 

ω Minimum matriculation into the U6 is EEE for AL, EE for AIB and IBC 
and 24 points for IBD

ω Note: students are expected to carry on with 4 AL in the U6



IB Diploma in the Lower Sixth 

ω Students  take three  I.B. Higher and three I.B. Standard  subjects. 

ω In addition they study CAS, an Extended Essay and ToK. 

ω There are no external exams until the end of the course in May 2017,

however there are regular assessments during the 2 years that count 
towards a percentage of the overall grade

ω The students will sit internal exams in June 2016 and January 2017

ω There may be the need for Course Counselling at the end of Lower 
Sixth after Mock exam scores 

ω Students start their Extended Essay towards the end of the L6 

ω After they have sat their Mock Exams in June students start their 
Upper Sixth  courses. Please do not book any holidays at this time! 
They are expected in school, full time, until 20th July 2016

Common mistakes
made by Sixth Form students: 

ωApplied effort to results ratio at GCSE to Sixth Form Studies

ωDid not engage in effective working patterns at the start of the Sixth 
form.

ω Did not become autonomous learners.

ωBecame side tracked by distractions: Fifa16, Football, PT job, Love, 
Parties

ω Health / sleep problems

ωWork / life balance

ω Did not respond to our attempts to intervene

ω Attendance does not equal attainment

ω Did not revise effectively

How you can help:

ωPlease notify us of any problems outside of school
